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        Stay Alive From Education
Guideline for interviews with students

S.A.F.E. is a nationally recognized program dedicated to making young adults aware of the dangers of driving under the influence of drugs and/or alcohol, not wearing their seat belts, and the trauma associated with these dangers.

The goal of S.A.F.E./ Street Smart  is to offer young adults information, which will allow them to make educated and rational decisions concerning their safety and well being, thus reducing injuries and fatalities, giving them the opportunity to become responsible and healthy adults.

The following interview is just one of many examples of how S.A.F.E. / Street Smart is saving lives.

Before conducting the interview to video, talk with the student(s). Get them to tell you all about their experience with S.A.F.E., and their experience in the car crash. The details of the crash story will help you when phrasing questions during the interview (The crash story includes what happened before during and after the crash). Many of the students will be very shy, and getting them to talk will be difficult. Talk with them till they get more talkative and comfortable with you (don’t be too serious) 

    During the pre interview discussion, the student(s) may hit on some very key points we want to get in the interview. Let them know that this is the kind of info we are looking for, and want them to remember it during the interview… 

Do the interview as many times as you feel necessary, it can all be edited, and the best will be taken from each interview, there does not need to be any erasing, just keep on filming and start the interview over again…

Interview:

· Ask Student name, age, and name of school he/she attends.

· Announce that we are here now doing this interview because (name of student) survived a serious car crash and was wearing his/her seat belt.

· Were you the driver of the car? If not, where were you seated in the vehicle?

· How many people were in the car?

· Have student(s) describe what they were doing the day/night before the car crash.

· Have student(s) go into detail describing the car crash (what was happening to self, and anyone else in the car)

· Encourage him/her to describe feeling (emotional) during and after the crash.

· What do you feel the outcome would have been had you not been wearing your seat belt?

· How far from home were you?

· How long ago did you attend the safe program?

· Can you tell me what parts of the S.A.F.E. program had the strongest impact on you?

· Are there any particular memories from the S.A.F.E. program that come to your mind while getting into a car that reminds you to buckle-up?

· Do you make sure others in the car you are riding in wear their seat belts, including passengers in the rear seats? Why?

· Have you ever known anyone who sustained critical injuries, or died due to trauma related to a car crash? Do you believe the outcome would have been better had they buckled their seat belts?

· Before attending the S.A.F.E. presentation, did you always wear your seat belts?

· Do you always wear your seat belt now?

· Do you have anything to say to other students about what you have learned from attending the S.A.F.E. program, and your experience of the car crash?
There will be times during the interview that you have to help the students clarify what they are saying. Also give them time to talk.
